1. Gather your materials. You will need five different colour 
pieces of coloured paper orange, green, yellow, neutral and 
light blue (you can paint or colour white paper to make the 
pieces), two large googly eyes (you can draw the eyes on 
with a marker), scissors and a glue stick.

3. Next cut out (or have your child cut out while supervising) a 
triangle hat and rectangle shirt and arms from the green 
paper. Cut out many smaller rectangles from the yellow 
paper for hair. 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

4. Cut out an orange triangle for the nose and three orange circles 
for the buttons.  

5. Start gluing. Show your child the shapes and ask them what
